Social Participation Among Rural People for Sustainable Health, Nasirabad

A Report - Efforts made after Gorukhpur visit

(Organic Farming Training)
The following efforts are made by the organization:

Step I: Agriculture Baseline Survey & Farmers Groups formation.

After 15 days training the organization learned about the organic farming practices and its usages. Thereafter, the organization selected the persons with disabilities who themselves or their family members are engaged in agriculture. Their baseline survey is done and the persons with disabilities who are farmers their village level farmers’ groups were formed.

Step II: Polyhouse (site & farmer selection)

The organization selected the village for polyhouse preparation. The village selection is on the bases of accessibility by the persons with disabilities of the nearby villages. So that after getting trained they may practice the process of polyhouse and replicate the same.

Thereafter, such farmers were identified who can make available all the requirements for the polyhouse construction like agriculture land away from the village, water, etc. and are ready to take care of it.

At last three persons with disabilities were selected for polyhouse preparation whose names are as follows:

Step III:
In order to motivate the farmers for organic farming the organization had a talk with the Agriculture department officers and with this animal husbandry schemes are also included which are the two main sources of occupation in the rural areas.

Firstly, for the preparation of demonstration of all types of organic units sites are selected where all the disable farmers from all the villages will be trained and thereafter they may practice the same process in their respective farmlands.

For the training one person with disability from each gram panchayat is selected who will further demonstrate the organic manure preparation process to the other farmers (persons with disabilities). The field on which the demonstration will be given will be near the village and on road which will be accessible to the other farmer persons with disabilities.
Step IV:
All the organization field staff has collected the information of different schemes from different government departments like Agriculture dept., Udhyan dept., Watershed dept., etc. and had further disseminated the same to all the DPOs and women SHGs through the leaders.

Agriculture dept. had said that this hot summer is not good for the preparation of organic manure so after one/ two months weather will be appropriate for manure prepration.

The  organization has started sending soil to the laboratory for testing as per  the soil report further steps will be taken.
Step V:

The organization’s staff had visited to the Krishi Vighyan Kender, Tabiji where they were informed about the ‘Aajola’ plant. A subsidy of Rs.6000/- is provided to the people who are engaged in animal husbandry for the plantation of ‘Aajola’. For the Aajola plantation farmers are being motivated.

Krishi Vighyan Kender’s Programme Director Mr. I.N. Mathur also informed that at the centre earthworms for vermicompost are also being provided, it is also a training centre where in three days a farmer can stay and learn the organic processes with a fee charge of Rs.80/- per day per person. The organization is motivating such farmers who can stay three days at the training centre and replicate their learning to the other farmers within their village and at gram panchayat.

Step VI:
For the preparation of polyhouse, concerned officer informed that one has to go through the following legal procedures:

1. At first a farmer has to select site i.e. in how much bigha he/ she will prepare the polyhouse. 

2. Related to this a farmer has to prepare all the land documents.

3. Then village Patwari’s  report will be attached to it.

4. Related officer will visit the site and test the land.

5. On his report bases the proposal will be forwarded to the government.

6. Initially , the farmer has to invest on its own.

7. After Pipe structure is prepared, government give out the first installment.

The organization has informed all the above information to the field staff in order to prepare the concerned farmers. In the nearby panchayat, five polyhouses are constructed to which a visit is planned by the organization for the concerned farmers to learn about its maintenance, plantation, marketing, etc.
