Objectives of the program

To educate them, to provide the necessary level of nutrition, to prevent the diseases among them, to provide entertainment related facilities to the children of the community, to provide them the chance of exposing their skills in front of others, to stop the future exploitation of the children, to provide them with few skills so that they can carry on their livelihood in the future
What we are doing 

Establishment of centers at centrally located place of village, non-formal education, nutritional availability at the center, treatment facilities for minor ailments like fever, cold cough, vomiting diarrhea, routinely health check ups by qualified doctors, counseling facilities for the better future of their children to the families at the homes of the children and at the center entertainment facilities on once a week basis. Self help group formation of target population, staff will make weekly field visits to villages.

Women throughout India work long hours at paid and unpaid work, often starting to work very soon after delivery. They need support to provide adequate care and attention to their children. Women belonging to the Tribals families always want that their children stays in safe places, close to their work sites, run by trained and reliable workers, where they can keep their infants, and where their older children receives hot Milk and biscuits  and health care facilities. 
The organization with the help of Jivdaya foundation is running Three  such Center in Three villages of Sarvad Block. At present 100 children are being supported and taken care by 3 workers. In this the children under five years of age are fulfilled with good nutritious food, education and care in order to meet their full potential of health, well being and capacity for the rest of their lives.
Center workers provide the children neat and clean environment and Children are taught about health and hygiene.  They are also provided with treatments of common ailments and seasonal diseases.

Children are provided education in an informal and playful manner this is because young children can exhaust as much as they excite. They are provided with games which help them to learn things in an easy manner. The Center workers guide the children as they explore the world of colours, sounds, smells, stings, burns, rain, sunshine, etc..
